Positive Learning Fund and Neighbourhood Renewal Community Learning Chest/Community Chest Halton
Positive Learning Fund (PLF) was established by the European Social Fund to provide opportunities that will enhance employability for those groups that find it difficult to access 

the labour market.  Working in Partnership Halton Voluntary Action and the Foundation has been able to identify possible match for projects from the Neighbourhood Renewal Community Learning Chest/Community Chest funds.
Grants are available from £500 - £9000 max. Eligible applicants include organisations working in the voluntary and community sector and social enterprises (eg co-ops, credit unions). Priority will be given to those that have not received any ESF funding to date.  Target Groups of the fund are people with disabilities, lone parents, ethnic minorities, over 50's, homeless people, people at risk of offending or ex offenders, disaffected youths (13-17) who are in danger of dropping out of the educational system and people with basic skills need.
Final Round of Funding for the year
